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The Trustees are diligently making the effort to maintain our  
church property and buildings within the restraints and cut-backs 
caused by reductions in our budget. 
 
The recent leaks in the church sanctuary and church office were very notice-
able during the rains over the past couple of months.  It was first anticipated 
that the Trustees would require the services of a  roofing professional to find 
and then make the necessary repairs.  Members of the Trustees, however, made 
further investigation as to the source of the leaks and determined that they 
could be repaired by our church members.  The utilization of church members 
to provide these repairs has saved the church hundreds of dollars from our very 
tight church budget.  We can thank Rich Richardson and Ray Sharp for their 
knowledge and completion of the repairs. 
 
This past month there was a city-wide power outage affecting over 2,000 
homes, including New Song.  We discovered that during this power outage, the 
church needs additional emergency lights for the office.  These emergency 
lights can be a flash light device that charges during normal power and pro-
vides hours of light during a power outage. 
 
Also during this power outage, we realized that we need to have power back-up 
for the computer in the church office.  This includes the Pastors’ computers and 
the financial computer. A back-up computer supply referred as a “UPS” 
(uninterrupted power supply) need only to provide power for approximately 10 
minutes.  This time frame should provide enough time to properly shut down 
the computers in the event of an emergency power outage.  The Trustees are 
reviewing the best solution in order to mitigate these problems. 
 
Update on the ongoing Cell Tower saga: This past month, the Trustees received 
the revised drawings for the cell tower and electrical equipment enclosures 
associated with the tower.  These revised drawings are currently being re-
viewed by the Trustees and the Church Council.  After approval of the Council, 
the drawings will be submitted to the City of Surprise for their review and ap-
proval.  The revised sets of drawings are very similar to those submitted to the 
City over one year ago.  The primary difference is that the revised drawings 
reflect the removal of the roof to the electrical building and the addition of a 
wall surrounding the electronics and associated equipment.  The revised con-
figuration was approved by the Trustees one year ago.
